Aim of the subject

To reveal, analyse and systematise the
philosophical approaches to international legal
reality, assisting the student in his/her doctrinal
searches and popularising the results of these
searches.

To ensure that students are able to analyse
international law in the field of protection of
victims of war, to evaluate international treaties

in the field of protection of war victims, to use the
norms of international humanitarian law in solving
professional tasks, to understand the system

of international humanitarian law, to assess the
problems and features of the protection of war
victims, to distinguish the categories of subjects of
international humanitarian law.

To provide knowledge of international criminal
law, to develop the ability to understand and apply
in practice legal concepts of international crimes
and international criminal responsibility and case
law approaches of international criminal tribunals,
including International Criminal Court (ICC), to be
able to apply the rules of jurisdiction of the ICC

as well as understand rules of establishment of
international tribunals properly.

To provide students with knowledge of the
concept of international security systems, to
develop the ability to analyse individual cases

and identify systemic issues and challenges
related to global security, and to critically evaluate
established and traditional international security
paradigms.

Law of International Security provides a
comprehensive overview of the legal framework
within which states and other actors adopt
decisions, exercise their policies, and establish
cooperation in the context of international
security.

To identify and analyse the relationship between
national security and human rights in the
jurisprudence of the European Court of Human
Rights. Upon successful completion of the course,
students will be able to strike the right balance
between national security and the right to life,
privacy and freedoms of expression, assembly
and association.

To give students in depth knowledge about the
legal nature, structure, governance, powers
and competences of the United Nations System
and how it is different from bodies function, for
example such bodies as UNESCO, UNICEF
and the International Monetary Fund or the
International Telecommunication Union.

« To provide students with knowledge of classical
and contemporary theories of diplomacy,
an understanding of how different cultural
and organisational environments influence
diplomacy, as well as practical skills in public
speaking, presentation and negotiation.

« To discover and analyse the concept of Soft
power and its systems, to develop the ability to
analyse individual cases, identifying systemic
global security problems and emerging
challenges from the point of view of system-
oriented theories. To develop the ability to think
critically about the essential and traditional
paradigms of international security.

« Conflict Resolution « To provide an insight into Russian Federation’s
in the European war of aggression against Ukraine and its
Neighbourhood provocative politics in respect of the Republic of

Finland, the Republic of Lithuania, the Republic
of Latvia, the Republic of Estonia, Georgia, the
Republic of Moldova, etc. by exploring conflict
resolution efforts, a range of narratives and
perspectives through diplomatic, academic
and personal lenses. The course will explore
the international legal history of the conflicts
and offer an appraisal of the adherence to the
international law in the conflicts in question,

as well as reveal, analyse and systematise the
contemporary approaches to international
security studies, as well as assist students in
their own doctrinal research.
